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STATE EDUCATIONAL BOARD
MAKES SCHOOL TRUCK RULE

Trucks, Wagons or Other Vehicles Carrying
School Children Must Stop at
Railroad Crossings

In the past two years a number of terrible
accidents have occured at railroad crossings in
Mississippi as a result of collisions between
school trucks, or wagons, and trains. A score
or more of little children have been killed in
these accidents and others seriously injured.
The Mississippi State Board of Education has
issued an order that all trucks, wagons, or
other vehicles conveying school children to or
from school must stop at every railroad cross-
ing.

There has been, as there always will be,
a big difference of opinion as to the cause of
these accidents and the courts have been
called upon to fix the blame—if possible upon
the railroads because of money available with
which to pay damages. But the fixing of the
blame, regardless of whose fault it was and
whether due to carelessness or not, does not
bring to life the mangled bodies of those in-
nocent children, and after all, their protection
should be the first thought of everyone. The
order issued by the State Board of Education
is a sane one and should be lived up to to the
letter. Complying with it may inconvenience
some driver for a second or two but it may
mean the life of those little ones in his care.
The order of the Board of Education follows:

Under the authority granted it by the
State Legislature, the State Board of Edu-
cation, consisting of the attorney general,
the secretary of state and the state super-
intendent of education, has made a regula-
tion to the effect that every driver of a
school wagon or vehicle of any kind carry-
ing children, shall come to a dead stop
not nearer than five feet from the railraod
tracks.

County superintendents and trustees
are requested to see that this regulation
is enforced to the letter.

LITTLE DAMAGE DONE TO
CITRUS FRUIT BY COLD

Early Truck Crops Lost But Satsuma Trees
Successfully Stand Unusually
Cold Weather

According to the records, Sunday January
6th, was the coldest day experienced on the
Gulf coast since 1899, the temperature register-
ing 14 degrees above zero. Much fear was
felt for the safety of the citrus trees while
at the same time it was felt that the cold snap
would prove a very desirable test of just what
the Satsuma trees would stand in the way of
cold weather.

Practically all of the early truck crops are
a complete loss as a result of the cold, the cab-
bage especially suffering. Several hundred
acres of cabbage will have to be replanted.

Investigation by experts indicate that very
little damage was done to the citrus trees. In
some instances where, due to late cultivation
sap was still rising in the trees they were lost,
and a number of trees that were diseased were
killed but it has been found that where trees
were permitted to grow dormant as they should
they have not been injured.

Statements have been made from time to
time that the Satsuma tree in Japan, where it
originates, has been known to bear fruit with
snow on the ground and that zero weather is
not uncommon. These statements have been
discounted to a large extent and growers have
always been fearful of severe cold weather.
In 1916 heavy loss was experienced from a cold
spell which followed immediately on the heels
of the disastrous storm of that year. Experts
have pointed out that this loss was due to
several reasons other than the freeze, chief of
which was that the storm was preceded by
two weeks of unusually warm weather and that
the trees were almost in a state of bloom when
the freeze came. Another was that up to that
time the growers knew very little about the
care of their trees. They point out that the
lessons learned in 1916 were largely responsi-
ble for the very small damage resulting from
the freeze of last week.
