The distance from Toledo
to Jackson is 1,000 miles.

G. M. & N. decapod 264 pulled the train
from Paducah to Louisville, and her sister
decapod, 263, from Louisville into Jackson.
The special was greeted at the stations en
route by enthusiastic groups who had been
apprised of its schedule.

The train arrived at the G. M. & N. Sta-
tion at Jackson at 11:15 Saturday, March 24.
A delegation representing the press of Jack-
son, friends and representatives of the Robin-
son Brothers Motor Company and headed by
Mr. S. A. Robinson, General Manager, greeted
the train at Jackson.
