Carrying representative Mississippians
will cement friendships for their state
through the territory which it traverses, the
train was composed of ten Pullman sleeping
cars, one office car, two dining cars, and two
cars filled with exhibits of Mississippi pro-
ducts.

LOCAL VALUE OF THE RAILROAD

In discussing the matter of bus competi-
tion with railroads, Mr. Joseph Dale, Editor of
the Lawrence County Press, points out the
contributions which the railroad makes to the
community through its taxes, its furnishing
employment, and the service which it renders
in the upbuilding of the territory. In his edi-
torial he calls special attention to the service
rendered by the G. M. & N.-N. O.G. N. in its
hauling agricultural limestone free to farmers
along its lines.

The editorial says in part:

“We hold no brief for the railroads. We
pay our way to ride, just like anyone else. They
show' us no special favors nor do we show them
any. But everybody in the land is entitled to
fair treatment. Corporations should not be bled
just because they are corporations. And then a
corporation like a railroad is one kind that
does the whole country good. It not only pays
a big tax and helps in the development process
along all lines; but it is a fixture—provided,
of course, it gets enough revenue to maintain
it.”

POULTRY INDUSTRY GROWS IN
PERRY COUNTY

The effect which the poultry movement in-
augurated by the Richton Poultry Association
has had in Perry County is evident to the vis-
itor to Richton and its territory. The largest
project is, of course, the poultry farm of the
Association, with its more than 2,000 hens and
pullets and the resultant production of eggs
and friers.

In addition to this farm, large flocks have
been established by individual farmers. Mr.
J. W. Pope has a splendid flock of six hundred
white leghorn pullets; Mr. G. L. Granberry has
400 white leghorn chickens and pullets, and
Mr. H. B. Hinton has a flock which numbers
over 350. These flocks are supplemented by nu-
merous smaller ones of 100 or more chickens
which are expected to grow to much larger
numbers.

“Richton Eggs” have been in great de-
mand throughout the summer, and those who
have taken part in the poultry development
are pleased with the start which has been
made, enthusiastic over the prospect of mak-
ing Perry county a great poultry center. The
results obtained to date show that poultry can
be a splendid industry in itself or can act as
a major supplement to an all round farm de-
velopment which includes dairying, truck and
produce, cattle, cotton, etc.
