TELEGRAMS COSTING COMPANY
MORE THAN WIRE REVENUES

From January first, 1921 to July first, 1922
—eighteen months—Western Union Telegrams
sent by officers and employes of the Gulf, Mo-
bile and Northern on Company business and
charged to the Company by the Western Union
amounted to $12,763.99. During the twenty
month period ending September first, 1922 the
G. M. & N. collected from the Western Union
in rentals only $7,302.06. In other words mes-
sages sent by the Company in 18 months cost
$5,461.93 more than total revenues received
from the Western Union in 20 months. West-
ern Union bills for July and August have not
vet been received which accounts for the two
months discrepancy.

Average revenues from the Western Union

for the 20 month period were $365.10 per month,

CAR-SERVICE FIGURES SHOW
IMPROVEMENT DURING AUGUST

Superintendent of Car Service, C. E. Lan-
| ham, has made public car service figures for
| the month of August as compared with the
]months of July and June and the figures in-
‘dicate a healthy improvement over the low
[ month of July, the latter occasioned because of
| strike conditions. Figures for August would
| have been much better, according to Mr. Lan-
ham, except for the car shortage. Business
during the early part of September indicates
that August will be surpassed easily.

The average loading of cars to capacity in
| August was 71.92 as compared with 63.67 in
July. This is an improvement and was brought
about largely by the shortage of cars and
shippers exerted themselves to load cars to
capacity ‘nstead of asking for additional cars.

‘The average gross tons per freight train
in Augnst was 946 as against 939 in July.
‘When the conditions are taken into considera-
tion thig is a very favorable showing.

Loads billed in August were 3827 as coni-
pared with 3807 in July and 4695 in June. WMz,
Lanham points out that loading would be more
favorable in August but for the serious car
shortage. He urges each employe to solicit
inbound freight where ever possible as every
car received means an empty to apply on
orders.

Average miles per car per day in August
were 24.6, as compared with 22.4 in July and
30.6 in' June.
are favorable Mr. Lanham urges that every
effort be made to get back to the average of 30
miles per day which is the standard set by
the American Railway Association.
