UNCLE SAM WHO NEEDS OUR HELP

T HE OTHER DAY we overheard a group of our fellow em-
ployes diseussing the war. One of them said that he wished
he were a little bit younger so that he could enlist in the Navy
immediately and “‘get a crack at the Japs.”’

This sentiment is typical throughout our Railroad. But
we want to impress on every G., M. & O. man and woman that
they are “getting a crack at the Japs’’ every work day.

The railroads are America’s second line of defense. Dur-
ing the year ended July 31, 1941, they delivered an average
of 150,000 carloads of freight a month to Government defense
construction projects, and they delivered to our seaports up
to 50,000 carloads of war materials and other export freight
each month. The railroads with their 1,100,000 employes con-
stitute a formidable transportation army, whose job is as nec-
essary as that of the Army, Navy and Air Forces, which are
actively engaged on the front.

‘We must all keep this in mind. We must be prepared to
work harder and harder—to put in longer hours, and to do
as many additional jobs as are necessary.
